The meeting opened with the salute to the flag and the Pledge of Allegiance.
1.Mayor Fitzpatrick called for the reappointment of Anne Marie Ciaramella as a member of the Planning Board for a term to expire April 1, 2017; Trustee Quigley motioned to appoint motion was seconded by Trustee Ecklond and upon roll was carried by a vote of 5-0.
2.  Mayor Fitzpatrick called for the reappointment of Anne Marie Ciaramella as Chairperson to the Planning Board for a term to expire April 1, 2011; Trustee Ecklond motioned to appoint motion was seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll was carried by a vote of 5-0.

3.  Mayor Fitzpatrick called for the reappointment  of Eric Fang as a member of the Planning Board for a term to expire April 1, 2016; Trustee Quigley motioned to appoint motion was seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll was carried by a vote of 5-0.
4.  Mayor Fitzpatrick called for the reappointment  of Nicole Pushkal as a member of the Sign and Awning Committee for a term of three years to expire April 1, 2013; Trustee Quigley motioned to appoint motion was seconded by Trustee Marcoccia and upon roll was carried by a vote of 5-0.

5. Mayor Fitzpatrick called for the appointment of Thomas Giordano as Chairperson to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a term to expire April 1, 2011; Trustee Ecklond motioned to appoint motion was seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll was carried by a vote of 5-0.
6.  Mayor Fitzpatrick called for the appointment  of John Santos as permanent member to the Zoning Board for a term of five years to expire April 1, 2015;  Trustee Gorman motioned to appoint motion was seconded by Trustee Quigley and upon roll was carried by a vote of 5-0.

7. Mayor Fitzpatrick called for the appointment  of John Lees as a member of the Tuckahoe Housing Authority to fill the unexpired term of Peter Costa to expire July 5, 2013;  Trustee Ecklond motioned to appoint motion was seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll was carried by a vote of 5-0.
Mayor Fitzpatrick introduced his neighbor, Jim Hanna, saying Mr. Hanna had become a US citizen only weeks ago.

Mayor Fitzpatrick said the tentative budget was filed on March 22, 2010 with no change in salary for the Mayor and Trustees; however, the salary for those officials needs to be part of the budget notice every year. He then asked treasurer, John Pintos,  to present an overview of the budget.   John Pintos noted that the rate shown in the newspaper article was incorrect; it is 6.76 not 7.05.  He remarked that the numbers are very tight and the Board and department heads will be meeting within the next few days to further review the budget. 

A discussion followed on the tentative budget, assessed valuation, tax certioraris; revenues and hoping that the improvements to the Lake Avenue building will create a positive effect to tax revenue in the coming year.

Trustee Gorman motioned to keep the public hearing open; motion was seconded by Trustee Quigley and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5 – 0.

PUBLIC HEARING II.  – 
NOTICE OF CONTINUATION OF PUBLIC HEARING - PLEASE TAKE NOTICE, that a continuation of public hearing will be held by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Tuckahoe on April 12, 2010 at 8 p.m. at Village Hall, 65 Main Street, Tuckahoe, New York regarding the adoption of a Local Law of the Village of Tuckahoe for the year 2010, which would amend the following sections of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Tuckahoe:


Section 4-5.4 to require at least 1.5 parking spaces for the parking or garaging of passenger vehicles to be provided and maintained for each dwelling unit;


Section 5-1.2(a) to provide that “except as set forth in Section 4-5.4, at least two parking spaces for the parking or garaging of passenger vehicles shall be provided and maintained;”


Section 5-1.2.1.3 to provide that the number of parking spaces per unit in the Business/Residence District shall be 1.5;


30 Attachment 3:1 to provide that the number of parking spaces shall be amended from 1 to 1.5;


Section 4-5.4 to amend Zoning Board of Appeals to Planning Board as the approval authority with respect to the joint use of parking spaces;


Section 5-1.2.1.4 to amend two or more establishments on the same lot to two or more uses or establishments on the same lot; to amend the phrase maximum use by patrons or employees among such establishments to maximum use by patrons, employees or residents among such uses or establishments; to amend the phrase terminated upon the termination of the operation of any such establishments to terminated upon the termination of any such use or the operation of any such establishment; to amend the approval authority from the Zoning Board of Appeals to the Planning Board. 


Section 5-1.2(d) to add the phrase including any municipal lot in which the owner has obtained and maintains Village permits for parking spaces reserved for the occupants or users of the building and to amend the approval authority from the Zoning Board of Appeals to the Planning Board;


Section 11-2.4 to provide that the Planning Board, in its discretion, may waive or vary such area, bulk and off-street parking requirements as may be necessary in order to afford the developer with the additional incentive market rate units;


Section 4-5.3.1 to eliminate the requirement of a special permit for residences combined with business uses in the Business/Residence Zoning District; and 


An amendment to the Official Zoning Map of the Village of Tuckahoe rezoning and redesignating the premises commonly known as 300-308 Columbus Avenue, Tuckahoe, New York from a Business Zoning District to a Business/Residence Zoning District, under the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Tuckahoe, subject to all regulations created and established relative to said Business/Residence Zoning District.  The subject premises is also known as Section 42, Block 8; Lots 5 and 10 on the Tax Map of the Village of Tuckahoe and is owned by Crestwood Station Plaza, LLC; and  
 

Corresponding amendments to the Zoning Ordinance’s Schedule of Area and Bulk Requirements and/or Schedule of Permitted Uses, if any;


All persons shall be entitled to be heard upon said proposed Local Law at such public hearing.

Trustee Quigley motioned to continue the public hearing; motion was seconded Trustee Gorman and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5 – 0.

Robert Davis, attorney for Crestwood Plaza, LLC, accompanied by Jim Ryan of John Meyer Consultants-engineering and planning consultants; design consultant Rebecca Rivera and Anthony Nestor, addressed the board stating that they agreed with Frank Fish’s recommendations and had moved ahead and addressed the parking matters and the parking ratio having been reduced from 70 spaces to 57 with no parking on Lincoln Avenue.  The number school children has also been addressed and it has been estimated that approximately three school children would be generated from this project which is consistent with Mr. Fish’s study.

A discussion followed on parking requirements and Mayor Fitzpatrick said that the Village planner is calling for 1.5 spaces per unit not 2 spaces within 1000’ of the train station which is being taken under consideration with the Village gaining some additional spaces. The Mayor inquired whether the applicant would need a variance should they be denied by the Planning Board to which John Cavallaro responded that he believes they would need a variance. 
Ray Macioci asked about the benefits Tuckahoe would reap in making this zoning change. Mayor Fitzpatrick said that with the train station so close to the property it will have people shopping and moving in to the neighborhood.  The 26 proposed apartments will have a square footage of 500 to 700 sq.ft.
Mr. Macioci wondered if the Oakland Avenue side should be zoned residential since he opposes having businesses on the backside of the project. Mayor Fitzpatrick said it’s not large enough to be residential.  

Tracy Schiavone, who lives at the corner of Fisher and Oakland Avenues, opposed the rezoning saying that the area is already congested; the rezoning would add further congestion. She then inquired on the breakdown of the residential units.   Mayor Fitzpatrick said the decision needs to be made on whether or not to change the zoning from business to business residence. If the rezoning took place her home would be grandfathered; however, when she was ready to sell, it would be sold as bus/res.  On the size of the units; 21 two bedroom and 5 one bedroom units are proposed.

Mr. Kudas of 138 Oakland voiced opposition to the project saying that originally the units were 500 square feet and now it’s up to 700 square feet; he said proposing that 3 school children would be generated from the 21 two bedroom units sounds low. He felt this issue needs to be explored as well as the amount of traffic this project would generate before making a decision. Trustee Gorman said a three story business would create more traffic.

Jerry Houlihan, owner of the building adjacent to the project housing “American Bistro” questioned the total amount of retail and whether the units were slated for rentals or condos. Mayor Fitzpatrick responded 3600 square feet is retail and         Mr. Davis said the apartments are slated for condos.
Jeff Boyer of Oakland Avenue said he has no problem with the proposed bus/res. zoning although he prefers residential only; however, his concern is with traffic; he asked for speed bumps and a stop sign at Oakland Avenue going south.  Also, he is still waiting for the 15 mile an hour zone sign to go up. Mayor Fitzpatrick said the 15 mile an hour zone will go up and requested that Mr. Williams notify the residents on the proposed rezoning.

Trustee Marcoccia asked the dimensions of the 21 two-bedrooms and the one-bedrooms. Rebecca Rivera said she would have it for the next meeting.

Trustee Ecklond questioned whether a traffic study had been made and Mr. Davis said that there were counts made which is part of the environmental impact report. Trustee Ecklond questioned whether Fisher Avenue was included in the counts to which Mr. Davis responded that it was.
Trustee Gorman motioned to continue the public hearing; motion was seconded Trustee Quigley and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5 – 0.

1. Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a resolution to ratify board authorization for the Mayor to sign the necessary documents as it relates to a $5,000 grant awarded to the Tuckahoe Beautification Committee for the purpose of refurbishing/replacing the New England style wooden signs.

 Trustee Gorman motioned to adopt resolution #1; motion was seconded by Trustee Quigley and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5-0.
2.  Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a resolution to ratify Board action authorizing the reissuance of a limited cabaret license to Angelina’s Restaurant for 6 months. 

Trustee Gorman motioned to adopt resolution #2; motion was seconded by Trustee Quigley and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5-0.

3.  Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a resolution authorizing the issuance of a parade permit to the veterans’ organization for Memorial Day and approving a $2,000 Village contribution for the parade.

Trustee Marcoccia motioned to adopt resolution #3; motion was seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5-0.
4.  Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a resolution approving payment of in the amount of $416,772.76 consisting of abstract #44 for $120,106.88, abstract #45 for $210,710.11 and abstract #46 for $85,955.77.  The three largest invoices paid were for: (1), $57,287.50 for work on the construction of the new Department of Public Works’ office building (2) $53,477.75 for the purchase of a Ford F350 dump truck for the Department of Public Works and (3) $52,278.09 for employee health insurance premiums for the month of April 2010.

Trustee Gorman motioned to adopt resolution #4; motion was seconded by Trustee Quigley and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5-0.
5.  Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a resolution waiving residency requirements for        the following employees:

6.   Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a resolution authorizing the issuance of a Limited Cabaret License to The Quarry Restaurant, 106 Main St., for six months effective from date of issuance.

Trustee Ecklond motioned to adopt resolution #6; motion was seconded by Trustee Quigley and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5-0.
7.  Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a resolution authorizing the Village Clerk to publish notice calling for sealed bids for Cleaning and Janitorial Services for Village Hall, Library and Community Center as well as to call for sealed bids for the Community Center Emergency Generator.

Trustee Quigley motioned to adopt resolution #7; motion was seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5-0.
Trustee Gorman motioned  to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of March 12, 2010; motion was seconded by Trustee Quigley and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5 – 0.

Trustee Quigley motioned  to approve the minutes of the reorganization meeting of April 5, 2010; motion was seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll call was carried by a vote of 5 – 0.

REPORTS OF DEPARTMENTS, BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS –

Mayor Fitzpatrick expressed congratulations to Chief Costanzo on being elected President of the Police Chiefs’ Association. 
Regarding the inquiry to have a stop sign at Oakland Avenue, Chief Costanzo said that it is not compliant with DOT standards and goes against traffic engineering. 

Mayor Fitzpatrick announced the next Village Board Meeting – May 17th – 8:00PM
