V.  PUBLIC HEARINGS

PUBLIC HEARING I.


CONTINUATION OF PUBLIC HEARING ON A PROPOSED LOCAL LAW TO REZONE THE MARBLEDALE ROAD INDUSTRIAL CORRIDOR TO A GENERAL BUSINESS OR COMMERCIAL ZONING DISTRICT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE VILLAGE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, ADOPTED MAY 2008.                                                                                                                

Trustee Ecklond motioned to continue public hearing was seconded by Trustee Coleman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

Joseph Marinello of Coolidge Place expressed concern not with the rezoning of Marbledale Road but with the proposed plans on the possibility of a hotel being built on Marbledale Road (which would probably not be an upscale hotel) that, if approved, could present problems for the Village in later years.  He then gave an overview of the history of the quarry in existence for over a hundred years. He is environmentally concerned for the entire area due to the enormous amount of dumping that went on for several decades from cars, to transformers, to garbage and much more. 

Mr. Allison also expressed his concern over the possibility of a hotel on Marbledale Rd.   He suggested other alternatives be explored.
Mayor Fitzpatrick thanked the two residents for making their views known.  He then read an anonymous letter into the record:
Dear Mr. Mayor:

I am responding to the Village meeting on T.V. this week.  I must start by telling you I do not approve of the changes you want for Marbledale Road & all the other changes for Tuckahoe.

Why are you trying to turn our Village into something that you think is right for Tuckahoe?

I remember walking to the Depot Square and saying hello to half the Village, that’s gone. Our friendly Tuckahoe Village is gone thanks to the people that have been running the Village or should I say the people in the office at Main Street School.

I am the 4th generation which is unheard of today living in the Village and still have family here.  Our goal was to keep our families from moving out of town.  Your goal is to push away families that live here and let a new breed in and bring in more crime today.

Why do you want to destroy our friendly way of living?  I too like to see progress but I don’t want to see a small Village destroyed by the people who want to change the face of Tuckahoe.  I too want to see some green.  I live here and have seen changes that I don’t appreciate.  For example, new neighbors move in set up a business in their home so they say is Grandfathered.  Whereas, the neighbor never had a business in that house before, which creates a parking problem and strangers in the area and they start at 6:30AM.  Now we must lock our doors and watch for our children.

This is what you are creating when you try to bring in changes for and old, friendly Village.

I’m asking you to stop and keep our Village of Tuckahoe the old and beautiful Village that it was and I mean all of Tuckahoe even Crestwood.

Public hearing on a PROPOSED LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF 1967, ENTITLED “DANCE HALLS AND CABARETS”

  At a regular meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Tuckahoe, New York (the "Village") held at Village Hall, 65 Main Street, Tuckahoe, New York on March 30, 2009. 


WHEREAS, the Mayor has requested legislation amending Section 109 entitled “Licensing” of Local Law No. 1 of 1967 entitled, “Dance Halls and Cabarets”; and  


WHEREAS, notice of said public hearing was duly advertised in the Journal News, the official newspaper of said Village, on the 19th day of March 2009; and


 
WHEREAS, said public hearing was duly held on the 30th day of March 2009, at 8:00 p.m. at Village Hall, 65 Main Street, Tuckahoe, New York, and all parties in attendance were permitted an opportunity to speak on behalf of or in opposition to said proposed Local Law, or any part thereof; and  

 

  
WHEREAS, the Village Board, after due deliberation, finds it in the best interest of said Village to adopt said Local Law.



NOW, THEREFORE, be it enacted by the Village Board of the Village of Tuckahoe, as follows:


Section 1.
Section 102(B) entitled “License Required” of Local Law No. 1 of 1967, entitled “Dance Halls and Cabarets”, is hereby amended as follows:

B.
Section 2.
Section 109(A)(17), entitled “Licensing” of Local Law No. 1 of 1967, entitled “Dance Halls and Cabarets”, is hereby amended as follows: 
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Affix to the application two (2) copies of a scale drawing showing the dimensions of all occupied rooms, the locations of all tables, the width of aisles between tables, the width of aisles between tables and walls, posts, poles, bars, stages and other fixtures, appurtenances and appliances and the location of all exits, exit signs and emergency lighting.  This requirement shall not apply to applications for licenses pertaining to limited cabarets.  


Section 3. 
Section 109(C), entitled “Licensing” of Local Law No. 1 of 1967, entitled “Dance Halls and Cabarets”, is hereby amended as follows:

Except for applicants for limited cabaret licenses, [All] all persons described on Section 109A(1), (3), (4) and (5) shall be fingerprinted before their application for a cabaret license or [limited cabaret] dance hall license is submitted. An application shall be deemed incomplete and automatically denied if any of the persons enumerated in said subsections have not submitted their fingerprints with said application. Fingerprints shall be submitted upon the form or forms adopted by the Village Board and on applicable forms of the New York State Division of Criminal Justice Services. Fees incident to such fingerprinting shall be paid by the applicant. The fees and fingerprints shall be submitted to the New York State Division of Criminal Justice Services. Notwithstanding any provision of this local law to the contrary, the Chief of Police shall receive and review the criminal history information, if any, provided by the New York State Division of Criminal Justice Services and shall be the only officer of the Village to receive and review the criminal history information, if any, provided by the New York State Division of Criminal Justice Services. The review and determination by the Chief of Police of an applicant's suitability for licensing shall be in compliance with Article 23-A of the New York State Correction Law.

Section 4. 
Insofar as the provisions of this Local Law are inconsistent with the provisions of any other local law, the provisions of this Local Law shall be controlling.

Section 5.
This Local Law shall take effect immediately.


Section 6. 
The Village Clerk be and she hereby is directed to enter this Local Law in the minutes of this meeting and give due notice of the adoption of said Local Law to the Secretary of the State of New York.

Trustee Gorman made a motion to adopt resolution #1, seconded by Trustee Ecklond and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

2.  Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a Resolution authorizing the Mayor to sign an agreement between the Correction Department and Village of Tuckahoe to provide prisoner transportation between the Village of Tuckahoe and Westchester County Jail for a term of one year Jan. 1, 2009 to Dec. 31, 2009. 
Trustee Gorman made a motion to adopt resolution #2, seconded by Trustee Coleman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

3.  Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a Resolution approving salary change for the Tuckahoe Housing Authority Intermediate Clerk by $3,000 to $45,230 effective Jan. 1, 2009. Trustee Gorman made a motion to adopt resolution #3, seconded by Trustee Ecklond.   Due to lack of majority vote, motion was not approved.
Mayor Fitzpatrick made a motion to table resolution #3, seconded by Trustee Coleman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

4.  Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a Resolution authorizing for the advertisement to receive sealed bids for the Village of Tuckahoe Sewer Relining Project.  

Trustee Ecklond made a motion to adopt resolution #4, seconded by Trustee Coleman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

5. Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a RESOLUTION DECLARING THE VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES AS LEAD AGENCY UNDER THE STATE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY REVIEW ACT (“SEQRA”) AS IT CONCERNS THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS BUILDING

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED


Section 1.
Based on the criteria contained in 6 NYCRR § 617.7, the Village Board is hereby declared to be the Lead Agency for SEQRA review of the proposed action, and copies of the SEQRA material will be provided to the Involved and Interested Agencies and the public during the review of the construction of the new department of public works building.

Section 2.
This resolution shall take effect immediately. 
Trustee Ecklond made a motion to adopt resolution #5, seconded by Trustee Coleman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

6. Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a Resolution designating April 27th as Arbor Day in the Village of Tuckahoe.   In observance of this day, I issue the following proclamation:

“Whereas, Arbor Day was first observed with the planting of more than a million trees in Nebraska in 1972; and

Whereas, trees can reduce the erosion of our precious topsoil by wind and water, cut heating and cooling costs, moderate the temperature, clean the air, produce oxygen and provide habitat for wildlife; and

Whereas, trees are a renewal resource giving us paper, wood for our homes, fuel for our fires and countless other wood products; and

Whereas, trees in our village increase property values, enhance the economic vitality of business areas, and beautify our community; and

Whereas, trees are a source of joy and spiritual renewal;

Now, therefore, I, urge all citizens to support efforts to care for our trees and woodlands.”
Trustee Ecklond made a motion to adopt resolution #6, seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

Trustee Ecklond motioned to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of March 2, 2009, was seconded by Trustee Coleman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

IX.       REPORTS OF DEPARTMENTS, BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS –

Department of Public Works - Frank DiMarco reported that his department is presently working on filling pot holes, clearing storm drains and cleaning sewers.  Further, curb to curb paving is mandatory where streets are being torn for road work.  He made mention that Con Edison is replacing gas mains on Fisher Avenue and Marbledale Road.

Building Department- Bill Williams read the following report dated March 26, 2009 into the record: REPORT - 97-99 MAIN ST- UNSAFE BUILDING/ WALL.  UPON INSPECTION OF 97-99MAIN STREET ON MARCH 17, 2009 IT IS CLEAR THAT THE BUILDING AND WALL AT 97-99 MAIN ST. IS DANGEROUS AND UNSAFE.   THE FACADE OF THE BUILDING IS SEPARATING FROM THE FRONT OF THE BUILDING AND LEANING TOWARDS THE PUBLIC SIDEWALK.  THE VILLAGE HAS INSTALLED A SIDEWALK SHED IN AN ATTEMPT TO PREVENT THE FACADE FROM FALLING INTO THE SIDEWALK; HOWEVER THE FACADE HAS SO DETERIORATED THAT THE SIDEWALK SHED IS UNLIKELY TO CONTINUE TO HOLD UP THE FAÇADE.  DUE TO THE LOCATION OF THE FACADE AND THE ANGLE IT IS LEANING, IF IT WERE TO COLLAPSE THE FACADE WILL FALL ONTO THE SIDEWALK AND ONTO THE STREET POSSIBLY INJURING ANY PASSERBY’S. 
THE BUILDING HAS BEEN SITTING VACANT FOR THE LAST SEVERAL YEARS AND THERE HAS BEEN NO UTILITIES TO THE BUILDING FOR MORE THAN TWO YEARS.   WITH THE FRONT OF THE BUILDING OPEN TO THE ELEMENTS IT IS LIKELY THAT THE ENTIRE BUILDING MAY BE IN DANGER OF COLLAPSE.  I ATTACHED AND INCORPORATED THE PHOTOS FROM MY INSPECTION FOR YOUR REVIEW

7. Mayor Fitzpatrick offered a Resolution whereby the Village Board shall direct the Building Inspector to serve or cause to be served upon the owner or one of the owners, executors, legal representatives, agents, lessees or any other person having a vested or contingent interest in such dangerous or unsafe building, wall or structure a notice containing the description of the premises sufficient for identification,  a statement of the particulars which the building or structure is unsafe or dangerous and an order requiring the same to be made safe and secured or removed.
Trustee Ecklond made a motion to adopt resolution #7, seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

Bill Williams reported that the Building Department now takes credit cards and Debit cards.

Police Department- Chief Costanzo reported that winter parking regulations have been lifted.  Alert to residents about burglaries involving men dressed as utility workers; a scam asking for a social security number over the phone and a scam mostly affecting seniors where the individual is asking for money perhaps for a relative involved in a motor vehicle accident.

Village Clerk- Susan Ciamarra requested approval of resolution #8 authorizing the issuance of a Peddler’s License to Niki  Georgioudokis d/b/a Good Humor ice cream and related products from April 6th to October 5th.  Trustee Ecklond made a motion to adopt resolution #8, seconded by Trustee Gorman and upon roll call was carried by a vote 5-0.

The Clerk reported that a Solicitors License was issued  to 212 Marketing Solutions for door to door canvassing for Verizon Fios services from April 13 -18.  It was mentioned that Tuckahoe Beautification had received a letter from Elaine Pagliaroli thanking the committee for the recently installed Lakeville sign.
